SANDMAT® BUNKER LINER SPECIFICATION

Prior to installation of the SandMat® bunker liner the CONTRACTOR will ensure that all bunker drains work properly.  

The bunker subgrade area will be covered with SandMat® _____ (400, 350 or 200) bunker liner by Milliken & Company.  This bunker liner is a be a high loft nonwoven geotextile consisting of durable polyester fibers resin bonded with insoluble polymer to form an evenly distributed, three dimensional blanket matrix specifically intended for bunker sand stabilization and drainage.  The SandMat® bunker liner rolls are 116” (2.9 m) wide and shipped to site in opaque protective plastic bags or wrapping with the liner type clearly identified on the bags or wrap. SandMat® 400 is packaged 116” wide x 75’ rolls in green bags. SandMat® 350 is packaged 116” wide x 75’ rolls in orange bags. SandMat® 200 is packaged 116” wide x 100’ rolls in brown bags.

The SandMat® bunker liner will be secured to the subgrade using 8” long 8 gauge galvanized steel staples. Staples will be placed at a maximum of 6” spacing on center along edges and overlap seams.  Sod staples of 6" long 9 gauge steel are accepted if appropriate in consideration of site soil conditions and if pre-approved by the ARCHITECT.  Adjacent bunker liner panels will be overlapped not more than 2.5 inches with care taken to avoid overlaps occurring over top of drain lines wherever possible.  Staples shall be placed at 10” to12” spacing on center for steep faces and 12” to 15” spacing on center for flat areas.  

The bunker liner will be terminated around the perimeter of the bunker edge so that the liner is not buried under the sod layer.  Previously placed topsoil surrounding the bunkers may need to be temporarily removed and an adequate shelf built to accommodate lateral anchorage of the bunker liner. Care shall be taken to avoid spillage of the topsoil onto the bunker liner. It is suggested that SandMat® 400 and SandMat® 200 be placed such that all drain lines are covered. With SandMat® 350, the liner may be cut and folded in to the drain lines. 

If an exposed soil lip detail is preferred or if the liner is to be terminated at the base of the vertical ‘sand shelf’ then the CONTRACTOR will create a “V” notch detail at the perimeter of the base of the sand shelf and the liner shall be folded into and securely stapled into the “V” ditch. The SandMat® bunker liner will be covered with a minimum of 3 inches of sand ideally within 24 hours of installation but not longer than thirty (30) days following. If the bunker liner is not to be covered with sand within thirty (30) days following installation, the bunker liner shall be protected with an opaque plastic material until it will be covered with sand.  

The bunker liner color shall be “Off-White” or “Tan Buff” as offered by SandMat® to as closely as possible match the selected bunker sand. The CONTRACTOR shall advise of color selection at the time of order placement.

If requested by the CONTRACTOR or GOLF COURSE ARCHITECT for SandMat® projects within the continental US, Milliken & Company, the bunker liner manufacturer, may provide a technical representative for consultation for one (1) full day on site at the start-up of bunker liner installation and at no charge to the CONTRACTOR, OWNER or GOLF COURSE ARCHITECT.  GOLF COURSE ARCHITECT will provide a minimum two (2) weeks notice to the bunker liner manufacturer’s representative for this service, if desired.
